Some schools may find it difficult to complete the rounds in the timeframe outlined below e.g. the impact of mocks/preliminary exams for secondary schools. Where this is the case schools should contact myself at the contact points outlined below.

There will be 3 rounds played for each subdivision with two home and two away matches. The rounds are scheduled as follows: 

Round 1: To be played between  20th January 2025 and to be completed with results sent to Munster Table Tennis by 10th February 2025.

Round 2: To be played between 10th February 2025 and to be completed with results sent to Munster Table Tennis by 07th March 2025.

Round 3: To be played between 07th March 2025 and to be completed with results sent to Munster Table Tennis by 21st March 2025.

The winners of each subdivision will play in a Grand final to be held in the Terence McSwiney Sports Hall, Knocknaheeny, Cork on 27th March 2025. This Grand Final will also serve as the Qualifier Competition for the All Ireland Schools Competition in April.

RULES FOR SCHOOLS LEAGUE
1. To be eligible to play for a school team a player must actually attend that school at the time of the league. For secondary schools players must be within the U/13 to U/19 age range as there will be three age categories in the All Ireland Qualifier Competition – U/13, U/15 and U/19.
2. A team consists of Three players and a nominated substitute may be included.

3. A match consists of six games. Each game is decided on a best of five set basis. The games in each match are 6 single games. Two points are awarded for each match: Two points for a win, one for a draw.

Example 1: Team A Beats Team B 4 - 2  Team(A 6 points, Team B 2 points).

Example 2: Team A Draws Team B 3 - 3  Team(A 4 points, Team B 4 points).

Example 3: Team A loses to Team B 1 - 5  Team(A 1 point, Team B  7 points).

4. The home team provides the umpire for the first match. After that each team provides an umpire alternatively.

5. The order of players on a match sheet should be in order of ability, best players first. Munster rankings apply where available.

6. These games are entered on the official score sheet. After the match the score sheet is signed by a representative of both teams.

7. All players must wear rubber soled shoes, and non-white tops

8. The League Committee may, if it should become necessary during the leagues, modify, interpret or change a rule, or, if the circumstances warrant it, introduce a new rule.

9. Teams must be accompanied by a teacher or adult unless prior arrangement is made by school representatives.

11. ALL SQUADS MUST BE NAMED IN ADVANCE: 

12. A sub who has played more than one match, can only play for that team going forward.

13. A Maximum of 4 Teams from each school can be entered from single gender schools. A Maximum of 6 Teams from each school can be entered from mixed gender schools. Secondary schools may also submit a maximum of 6 teams to allow for the U/13, U/15 and U/19 age categories. 
14. Each Division will comprise of six teams(Two sub divisions of three teams).

15. There will be 4 rounds to each league with 2 home and 2 away matches. 

16. The winners of each league will play in a Grand final to be held on 6th March 2025.

17. It is the obligation of the home school for each round to organise the tie.

18. Match sheets are attached to this email.
