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Munster Open 2026 
Tournament Report


MTU Arena, Cork | 17–18 January 2026



Introduction

Munster Table Tennis was delighted to return to the MTU Arena in Cork City for the 2025/2026 Munster Open, delivering one of the most successful editions of the tournament to date.

A total of 366 entries from 156 players were received across 17 competition categories, representing a 100% increase in both player numbers and total entries compared with the 2023/2024 Munster Open. This outstanding growth reflects the continued momentum and enthusiasm for competitive table tennis within Munster and across the country.

As part of Munster TT’s ongoing commitment to inclusion and participation, a dedicated event was again provided for members of the Parkinson’s Ireland Association, reinforcing the Open’s role as a truly inclusive sporting occasion.
Participation Highlights
The largest categories were:
• Senior Men’s Singles – 60 entries
• Restricted Singles – 55 entries
• U21 Men’s Singles – 33 entries
• U17 Boys Singles – 32 entries

The largest female category was the Women’s Singles, with 16 entries received.
Tournament Schedule & Match Volume

With 768 matches, 2,493 sets and 45,977 points played across the two days, the Munster Open operated at an exceptionally high competitive volume.

As a result of this unprecedented level of activity, both days concluded slightly later than originally scheduled. Munster TT would like to thank players, coaches, officials and volunteers for their patience and cooperation throughout the weekend. The successful completion of such a high number of matches, sets and points reflects both the scale of the event and the commitment of everyone involved.
